1. Attend every day of camp, including Orientation, & Concert (Fri., Aug. 21/15 7:15pm).

final concert in excellent, undamaged condition. Missing music must be replaced at camper’s expense.

Use the washroom before rehearsals since no bathroom breaks will be given until scheduled breaks

Sit in assigned seat & store your “music folder” on your chair at the end of each rehearsal.

Never chew gum in rehearsals or during the Final Concert Performance.

Avoid talking or causing disruptions to the learning environment in all rehearsals.

Treat all staff & fellow campers with dignity & respect at all times. Maintain a cheerful and positive attitude!

e Singing takes a tremendous amount of energy. In order to sing your best, you must eat properly & be well rested
to be able to fully concentrate. For this reason, we ask that all campers get to bed early each night during camp
week & eat a wholesome breakfast each morning.

e Bring a bag lunch with you each day & include healthy items- avoid pop, chips & junk food.

e Please no ipods/electronic games/cellphones. Bring your Bible. (Ask if you need one).
